V.       PUBLIC HEARINGS/ RECOMMENDATIONS

1.  Amendments to the Planning and Zoning Commission BV- laws

Mr. Mark Reggentin stated that upon review of the by- laws for all city boards, City Administration

asked that all City boards follow a consistent agenda format. On February 16, 2017, the Planning and
Zoning Commission met to discuss the proposed changes to the By- laws and recommended
additional changes. The Commission moved to keep the Public Period for Non- Agenda Items and to
reverse the order of New Business and Old Business.

Chairperson Wilde opened the Public Hearing. There being no one who wished to speak, and the
public hearing was then closed.

Mr. Dabby expressed his concerns with the record of voting of the minutes. Mr. Reggentin explained
the virtue of the record voting provision. Mr. Dabby, also expressed concerns with the time limits for
applicants and representatives.

Mr. Kalmanson suggested to amend the by- laws to allow 5 minutes for the applicant, 3 minutes for
the applicant' s consultant and 5 minutes for rebuttal and on page 5, remove the phrase in the

parenthesis( i.e, 1st and 3rd Thursday of the month)

Mr. Wilde suggested an amendment to remove redundancies of time limits on Article VI, Section D

and Article IX,.Section D by removing each inference of the sentence " Time periods for speaking as
provided herein may be extended upon the discretion of the Presiding Officer." on page 8

A motion to approve the amendments to the Planning and Zoning By- laws addressing changes to the
agenda format, use of technology and rules of procedure to provide for a consistency of agenda
format for all City boards subject to the following changes:

Changing the time limits to 5 minutes for the applicant, 3 minutes for the applicant' s consultant

and 5 minutes for rebuttal.

Article VI, Section C, page 5: remove the wording within the parenthesis ( Le, 1st and 3rd Thursday
of the month).

Article IX, Section D, page 8:  remove " Time periods for speaking as provided herein may be

extended upon the discretion of the Presiding Officer."
